Fort Hood – Texas A&M University-Central Texas Students

Temporary Vehicle Passes:

Students can receive a temporary vehicle pass at the Marvin Leath Visitor Control Center on Fort Hood (Bldg. 69012 / 254-287-9909). It can only be accessed by coming through the Main Gate, just off of Highway 190. The Fort Hood Visitor Control Center is open 24 hours, seven days a week. Vehicle passes will only be issued for the duration of the semester. To get a temporary vehicle pass you will need:

• Current state vehicle registration in the student’s name (if the vehicle is not in the student’s name they will need a notarized letter from the owner of the vehicle authorizing the student to drive that vehicle for the duration of the semester.

• Valid state issued drivers license with photo

• Proof of insurance

• Copy of class schedule showing Fort Hood Class.


Directions to the Soldier Development Center (Classroom Building 33009):

After picking up your temporary vehicle pass at the Martin Leath Visitor Control Center:

• Go through the Main Gate Checkpoint
• Continue up Hood Road until you get to the 4th traffic light
• At the 4th traffic light — turn left on Battalion Avenue
• Proceed down Battalion Avenue (approx 1 mile from Hood Rd)
• You will see Popeye’s on your left. Turn on the road directly after Popeye’s
• The Soldier Development Center (Building 33009) will be directly in front of you


*Due to security, you will have to show a valid photo ID to enter the building.
